However, don't worry if you have books or other items due shortly.  A message on their website assures us 
all that if we have books or other items on loan, we should NOT try and return them until the government 
says that the libraries can re-open.  In other words, don't use book return boxes or leave them at the door, 
because there will be no one there to process them.  Instead, you can return them during the three weeks 
after the libraries re-open. 
Also, Essex Libraries have a generous on-line collection of books, magazines, and other publications that 
can be explored from one's sofa.  You can still use your library ticket to read a wide range of magazines 
online.  There is a huge selection, from “BBC Gardeners’ World” to “Who Do You Think You Are”, from
